4  FIRST AID

After Inhalation:

Remove from contaminated atmosphere. If breathing has ceased, clear the victim's airway and start mouth-to-mouth
artificial respiration, which may be supplemented by the use of a bag-mask respirator, or manually triggered, oxygen
supply capable of delivering 1 liter/second or more.
