4 FIRST AID

After Inhalation:
Move to fresh air. If breathing is difficult, give oxygen. If breathing stops, provide artificial respiration. Do not use
mouth-to-mouth method if victim inhaled the substance. Induce artificial respiration with the aid of a pocket mask equipped
with a one way valve or other proper respiratory device. Call a physician or poison control center imediately.

After Skin Contact:
Take off immediately all contaminated clothing. Wash off IMMEDIATELY with plenty of water for at least 15-20 minutes.
Get medical attention immediately! Wash clothing separately before reuse. Destroy or thoroughly clean all contaminated
shoes.

After Eye Contact:
Immediately flush with plenty of water for at least 15 minutes. Remove contact lenses, if present and easy to do so.
Continue rinsing. Call a physician or poison control center immediately.

After Ingestion:

Call a physician or poison control center immediately. Do not induce vomiting. Immediately rinse mouth and drink plenty
of water. If vomiting occurs, keep head low so that the stomach content doesn't get into the lungs. Never give anything by
mouth to an unconscious person. Do not use mouth-to-mouth method if victim ingested the substance.

Most Important Symptoms/Effects

Delayed:
Burning pain and severe corrosive skin damage. Permanent eye damage including blindness could result. Symptons may
include stinging, tearing, redness, swelling, and blurred vision. Shortness of breath.

Indication of immediate medical attention:
Provide general supportive measures and treat symptomatically. Symptons may be delayed. Keep victim under
observation.

Special Precautions / Procedures:
Emergency personnel should protect against secondary contamination.
